have the Christmas party and a sit-
down formation during December 
so it is going to be a busy time.  

January is going to be different.  
This year we are going to do Mega 
Drill.  ALL personnel in the Wing 
are going to be expected to attend.  
Mega drill will be 4 days long 
(January 3-6).  Because of require-
ments, Operations may increase 
their time duration.  Absence will 
only be granted by the Squadron 
Commander.  It is my intent to 
have all personnel complete their 
ancillary training requirements, 
review their personnel folders, 
and get up to speed on all of their 
requirements.

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have the added manpower of the 30th 
personnel.”

A year later, the effort put into 
the “experiment” by guard and ac-
tive duty alike, prove the concept can 
work.  In July 2006 the first handful 
of active duty Airmen arrived at the 
153rd Airlift Wing.  Now, 120 active 
duty Airmen are integrated into the 
wing’s operations, maintenance and 
support groups, working side-by-side 
with Wyoming Air National Guard 
personnel.

On July 7, the anniversary was 
formally commemorated during the 
Wyoming Air National Guard’s wing 
formation with remarks by Reed and 
Col. Jeffrey Hoffer, 463rd Airlift 
Group commander.  The 463rd, sta-
tioned at Little Rock Air Force Base, 
has administrative control over the 
30th Airlift Squadron.

The active association created a 
new squadron, but it also represents 
a new idea for the Air Force.  Previ-
ous associate unit arrangements have 
been the reverse of the one thriving 
in Cheyenne, stationing Air National 
Guard or Air Force Reserve units on 
active duty bases to share active duty 
assets.

“We took what the active duty 
and guard brought to the table and 
combined it to develop an entirely 
new animal,” Reed said. “We com-
bined the youth and exuberance of 
the active duty with the age and ex-
perience of the guard.”

Senior Master Sgt Rick McK-
ean, the 30th Airlift Squadron’s en-
listed operations superintendent, said 
squadron personnel are benefiting 
from the training they receive from 
the National Guard personnel, but 
also are benefiting from being in the 
National Guard environment. “Our 
younger squadron members have no 
idea what a rich environment this is,” 
the 18-year Air Force veteran said.  
“Here we get the chance to deploy 
for operations like Coronet Oak and 

Joint Forge and do off-station train-
ers.  In the active duty world those 
opportunities are not available.

And we still deploy to the desert 
for combat. With that mix, it can’t get 
any better.”

Reed said the association truly 
has shown the sum of the whole is 
greater than its parts.

Maj. Jeffrey “Pep” DeVore, the 
operations officer and acting 30th 
Airlift Squadron commander, said he 
couldn’t agree more.

“The first year has flown by.  But 
when you look over your shoulder 
and see how much we have accom-
plished, it’s astounding.

The Wyoming Military Depart-
ment has totally embraced us,” said 
DeVore, who is filling in for squad-
ron commander Lt. Col. Steve Hop-
kins while Hopkins is deployed.

“It hasn’t been easy, but we’ve 
had their support all along and it has 
been outstanding support.”

DeVore said the support of the 
Wyoming Air National Guard’s flying 
squadron, the 187th Airlift Squadron, 
has been a key factor in his squad-
ron’s milestones.

“The 187th made getting us up 
to speed a priority for them,” he said. 
“Air Mobility Command gave us un-
til 1 October 07 to have crews ready 
to deploy.  We were ready and had 
crews out the door before that.”

The first deployment filled with 
combined crews came only four 
months after the 30th stood up.

That deployment, for Operation 
Coronet Oak, in October, was the 
first of what’s become standard op-
erating procedure for the 153rd Air-
lift Wing: active duty and National 
Guard crews flying together to com-
plete one mission.

Since last July, the 30th Airlift 
Squadron personnel have participat-
ed in missions in four military the-
aters of operation, spanning five con-
tinents and three hostile fire zones 
while moving more than 320,000 lbs. 

of cargo and nearly 500 passengers.
Milestones acknowledged, the 

people on the ground in Cheyenne 
know there will continue to be chal-
lenges with deployments, cultures 
and personalities.

“There are a ton of challenges 
we don’t even know about yet, but 
we are excelling at overcoming bar-
riers,” DeVore said. “Right now, we 
are on the 2-yard line with 98 yards 
to go.”

But they are moving steadily 
down the field. “We’re both better at 
what we do because of each other,” 
Reed said.

“We’ve learned to flex in every-
thing we do. We’re better on deploy-
ments because of our combined ef-
forts.”

Although it took active duty and 
National Guard command years to 
come up with the agreements outlin-
ing the active association concept, 
it took only one month for the ac-
tive duty crews to start flying with 
the Wyoming Air National Guard’s 
187th Airlift Squadron personnel on 
Wyoming planes.

The ease and speed with which 
it occurred didn’t surprise anyone in 
Cheyenne, DeVore said.

“We have had to tackle issues 
which are shaping the way the entire 
U.S. Air Force, Air National Guard 
and Reserves will conduct warfight-
ing and training in the future.

Every hurdle which has been 
overcome is a success story.  It is a 
very humbling process to be a part 
of,” DeVore said.

It’s that success and hard work 
that means the 30th Airlift Squad-
ron is likely to be a permanent and 
valued member of the 153rd Airlift 
Wing and the community of Chey-
enne, Wyo., for a long time,.

“The military as a whole is going 
toward a total force concept.  This is 
just the first step,” DeVore said.

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In order to register a vehicle with the 
153rd SFS Pass & Registration, you must 
have your military ID (dependents need 
their ID), vehicle registration and current 
proof of insurance.  Civilian employees 
without a military ID must have a Wyo-
ming Military Department Employee ID.

Due to a change in the DoD vehicle reg-
istration database, we now need to have a 
copy of the vehicle registration for each of 
your vehicles registered with us, before we 
can update registrations on your vehicles.  

In accordance with AFI 31-204, AIR 
FORCE MOTOR VEHICLE TRAFFIC 
SUPERVISION, “a person need not own 
the vehicle to register it; however, they 
must have a lease agreement, power of 
attorney, or notarized statement from the 
owner of the vehicle granting them permis-
sion to use the vehicle and specifying the 
inclusive use dates.” 

As a reminder, Pass & Registration’s 
hours are 0700-1630 Monday through Fri-
day (including Fridays before UTAs).  UTA 
hours: Saturday 0830-1630 and Sunday 
0800-1600.

1000 hours for administrative purposes 
only, but this does not include out-process-
ing.  Health Promotion classes, Fitness and 
Cholesterol, have now been combined and 
will be held at 0900 in the mezzanine, Sat-
urday of drill.  

You will be scheduled through your Unit 
Health Monitor following failure of Fit Test 
or through the clinic, following abnormal 
test results receipt.
